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Huddle Up! 
Students get into Huddles of 8-12 and have an activity or 

discussion to do based on the day’s lesson. 

MATERIALS NEEDED: 
• Take-home papers and pens 

INTRODUCTIONS: 
Have everyone say their name and what grade they are in. 

DISCUSS: 
Pass out take-home papers and pens.  

• Ask: What does it mean to be someone’s “Best Friend”?  
• Ask: Describe a time when you needed to TELL your friend 

that you loved them/cared about them.  
• Ask: Describe a time when you did something to SHOW 

your friend that you loved them.  
• Say: Today we are talking about our actions and our 

words matching when it comes to loving those around us. 
Write down one way you will SHOW love to your friends 
this week and share it with the Huddle.  

PRAYER REQUESTS: 
• Give time for each student to write down their prayer 

requests on the flap of their take-home papers and turn 
them in to you.  

• When you have collected them, 
o Adult leaders: keep prayer requests, turn in 

comments and questions. 
o Student/Youth leaders: turn prayer requests in to your 

coach or coordinator. We will sort through them and 
redistribute to you.
